| CORINTHIRNS i:i-9
My church...or God’s?
e God’s church
e Means “I check with Him first”

You are special...just like everyone else (1:2)
e Called to be holy
e Holy means following Jesus

You are gifted...in order to give (1:4-7)
e God enriches the church through your gift
e We're here to give not take
e Attractional or Missional?

You are given strength...in order to stand firm (1:8)

e Strength is given not developed (pride)
e Weakness is where His strength shines
e Depending on His strength means not depending on mine

It’s about partnership with Jesus...not the culture (1:9)
e Is Christ Jesus Lord?

e If He’s not, there is no partnership
